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Much has been said and written about Trans people by theologians
and church leaders, but little has been heard from Trans Christians
themselves. This book collects the theological reflections of the Sibyls,
a major spirituality group for transgender people and their allies. It
offers a comprehensive review of existing theological, cultural and
scientific literature, together with people’s experience of gender
dissonance that involves negotiating the boundaries between one’s
identity and religious faith.
